Please note:

· Your signature on the Membership renewal form will indicate that you, your daughter/ward, and any other parents/guardians agree to abide by the Code of Conduct.

· Your daughter/ward will participate in activities and discussions to review the Code of Conduct with her Unit Guider. 

· Girls in Pathfinders, Rangers and Trex will be asked to sign a copy of the Code of Conduct on their own with their Unit Guider.
